In 568 a.C. the Lombardy was invaded by the  longobards’ people and was called "Longobardia”. Then the longobards’ people was submitted by the Francs. Successively the Lombardy became part of the Holy Roman Germanic Empire. So it was ruled by the german emperors until to the XII century, when they had defeated from the longobards’ people.





However the Galli’s people had not considered a very powerful people: the Romans,  that arrived to the Lombardy in the III century b.C.. During the roman rule Milan became one of the principal towns of  the north Italy. The roman rule lasted about six centuries.
